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Dealing with rejection among saints of God has become very widespread and prevalent today among people of like-precious faith. First let us take a look at the word rejection and what it means in the dictionary. ADVANCE \d 5From the word reject

The main words here that I would like to focus on is to refuse to accept, or receive or to hear.

The feeling of being rejected or rejection is a normal emotion felt and or experienced by all humans. The Lord Christ Jesus was rejected by His own people the Jews.

At times in our Christian walk in the Lord we will encounter rejection of some sort.

How we handle this and or react or respond to this is what is important.

There are many today within the Body of Christ who walks in the five-fold office of a Prophet who  will probably experience more rejection than any other five-fold gift or any one else within the Body of Christ.  We must learn how to respond in the spirit of humility and humbleness and not to react from anger and or hurt.

We at times may encounter someone who has a history of repeated offenses of rejection from childhood and will probably lash out at others in a abnormal manner. We must be mindful of  how we respond and or react to these situations that will come up at some time or another.

They might for instance fight back verbally, or have fits of temper and try to impose some form of hurt or revenge to the person that they perceived have rejected them. They may start rumors, or write or speak ill in a indirect form to or about that person to others in the same Christian setting or ministry. This is not acting in a Christ-like manner. Therefore, we as children of God must not react out of the soulish flesh realm but prayerfully deal with the situation at hand with much Godly wisdom. At times prophets do deal with saints accepting or rejecting the word of God that the Lord has given them to deliver to the people. We as messengers of God must be obedient to what the Lord God tells us to speak or write and just deliver it just as the Lord God has given it to us and leave it at that. The Lord God is quite capable of taking care of His word and making sure it performs and completes what it was sent out to do. There are other times when there are those within the Body of Christ who will just not receive you because you stand for true holiness and righteousness.  Remember we are in a war with spiritual wickedness in high places. We war in the spirit against the things of the flesh. Flesh must shut up and sit down and come under subjection to the anointing and the power to the Holy Spirit of God.  We know that the Word of God tells us that weapons of our warfare are not carnal but might through God through the pulling down of strongholds.       We are accepted and loved by Christ. God is love. Jesus Christ already endured the shame and the pain for us; we must just accept it with the grace and the mercy that is being freely given to us. Receive and you will succeed.  The love of God is unconditional and pure. Once you accept the unconditional and undying love of Christ you can be free to love yourself and then others. So when you are rejected you will with grace and mercy and wisdom deal with it accordingly. Of course this is a day by day thing and it is a learning process through many trials and lessons. 

Let us not be one within the Body of Christ go around spewing out the venom of hate , rage, and anger with revenge because someone has rejected who we are in Christ. Let us pray that the people will see the spirit of God operating within us and through us; and sees us as the Lord God sees us. Let us pray as we go along in our Christian walk that the saints of God will grow in grace and wisdom and have the spiritual eyes to see our spirit and not our flesh. We must not be as one who goes around berating and bashing people with the spirit of arrogance and being cocky and unforgiving; with verbal, or written innuendoes.

So what spirit will you operate in when you are rejected; and know this for a fact if you have not already been rejected hold on; you will be so get ready and be ready in the spirit and not in the flesh.
